The selfishness of an all-consuming 
love brings a curse upon a village in 
the Senegalese Sahel in Ramata-
Toulaye Sy’s strikingly shot debut 
feature Banel & Adama. Conceived 
as an interplay between the 
concreteness of traditional story- 

telling and the more fantastic 
flights of a distinctly West African 
magical realism, the film boldly 
pushes its female protagonist into 
increasingly unlikable territory  
and madness, well-paired with 
shifts in color and light saturation 
as a drought – or perhaps global 
climate change itself – devastates 
a close-knit community. Hand-
somely crafted and punctuated by 
beautiful images, Banel & Adama 
sets up its themes at the very start 
and thereafter offers few 
surprises; it’s a strong first feature 
but not quite strong enough to 
lure non-festival audiences.
